President’s Corner



I am writing these words one year to the day after the US military rolled into Baghdad.  Looking back, the Iraqi War has played out in both surprising and familiar ways.  The twists and turns of its development have left us with daily front-page headlines and endless political drama.  Controversy and posturing over the war may seem inevitable, but teachers should not dismiss what is happening as mere “current events.”  On the contrary, the war impinges on classroom teaching and curriculum for at least two reasons. 


I have just alluded to the first reason.  For better or worse, the mass media and now national campaigns have made the war a hot issue.  From pop culture to dinner table talk, debates over the war seep into our daily lives in ways that schools cannot escape.  What ideas and beliefs about the war do students bring with them into the classroom?  What do they say?  Does the war come up in lessons, or is it something discussed only in a school’s corridors or parking lot?  How do children and adolescents make sense of the controversy that surrounds this topic?  Do their views simply parrot their parents’ views of the views aired on the nightly news?  If not, on what basis are youth forming their ideas and beliefs?  


The second reason for attending to this issue follows from the first.  If teachers cannot avoid the war, how is it best handled?  What teaching skills are required to help students come to terms with this emotionally and intellectually complex issue?  And how should teachers respond to the range of beliefs that is likely to come up?  The answer to this question is especially important because it signals to students how democracies respond to diversity and dissent.  We know form past wars that such defining events can divide a nation rather than unite it, stifle public discourse rather than liberate it, strengthen stereotypes rather than weaken them, and concentrate power rather than expand it.  


In short, the Iraqi War raises important educational questions.  If other AATC members have related interests, questions, ideas or plans for inquiry, I invite them to email me for the purpose of helping organize a session on this topic for our conference in October.  I hope to hear from anyone interested in this possibility.  I also welcome any ideas related to the Association’s advancement of teaching and curriculum.

Distinguished Dissertation in Teaching and Distinguished Dissertation in Curriculum

AATC requests nominations for its annual awards to recognize two distinguished doctoral dissertations--one in Teaching and one in Curriculum. Competition is open to non-members, but all applicants must be nominated by an AATC member. Entries are not limited to a particular kind of research. The nominee’s doctoral degree must have been conferred in the years 2003 or 2004.  

Each entry must include: 


1) A letter of nomination attesting to the quality of the dissertation. Nominators should consider the criteria that: the research is related to either teaching or curriculum; the dissertation represents the highest levels of scholarship; the research represents a significant contribution to fostering the understanding of current issues, problems or interests in either teaching or curriculum; the scope of the research is adequate for the problem or issue under consideration; the conclusions of the research relate to improving professional practice or advancing theory or understanding of teaching or curriculum; the dissertation is well written. 


2) A summary of the dissertation. Submit 3 copies of a 750 word, double-spaced abstract.


3) Chapter 1 or another chapter of the nominee’s choice. Submit 3 copies of the chapter. 


4) A letter of intent stating whether you wish to apply for the AATC Distinguished Dissertation in Teaching Award or the AATC Distinguished Dissertation in Curriculum Award. If you submit a chapter other than Chapter 1, include a brief explanation of why you chose to do so. Your letter should include your current mailing address, email, and telephone number. If you move, please notify the Chair of the Dissertation Selection Committee. Also, please state when your dissertation was defended successfully.

Executive Council

April 3, 2004

Present:  Flinders, Gutierrez, Venugopalan, Craig, Slater, Schwarz, Scott, Koetting, Combs, Brown, Holt, Schimmoeller, Kysilka.

The meeting was called to order at 8:20 by President Dave Flinders.

Marcy shared the following information:

· We have 501(c) 3 approval from the IRS

· We have $30513.14 in the bank

· The 2004-2005 budget will keep dues and conference fees the same.  The budget was built upon an assumption of 120 members and 100 persons attending the conference in Portland.  

· The Hilton Hotel Austin Airport will be the site of the 2005 Conference

· Marcy will try to get bids from Charlotte, NC for the 2006 Conference

· We will look at San Antonio for 2007

· Infoage Publishing is still willing to carry us for this year, but publishing the journal is becoming a financial concern for both Inforage and AATC.  George Johnson still recommends going to a yearly publication, which would be a combination of the two journals currently published.  This could be marketed better to a variety of groups.  Marcy will ask George if he would be willing to come and talk to the Executive Council at the fall meeting.  (Contact was made and George is not available for the fall meeting).

· Membership is a problem.  We need to grow the membership to ensure a steady income for AATC.    Several members indicated they bring doctoral students to the conference and colleagues.  We need more members to do that.  If each current member could recruit one new member, we could easily double our membership.

Membership discussion ended with the formation of a Membership Committee to be headed by Robert Gutierrez.  Council members and other members should send 10 names with addresses to Bob for him to contact with an updated brochure and an invitation to join.  This should be done before June 1st.

Marcy will get the information to William Veal to update the brochure on the web.  Each person can access the brochure; they can update it and make copies to distribute at various professional meetings.

Sue Brown reported on the status of CTD.  We need more manuscripts submitted to the journal either from the conference or through the regular submission process.  We are having difficulty getting sufficient numbers of manuscripts to guarantee a high quality journal.  The Advisory Board should be invited to write for the journal.  Thoughts were shared about the potential of getting advertisers for the journal.  This will be further discussed.  Since we did not have a formal policy for the replacement of Sue upon the termination of her appointment, she will remain editor for the Fall issue.  A replacement will be appointed by August 1, 2004, so that person could work with Sue on the Fall issue.

The following policy was established for the replacement of the editor of CTD.  

An announcement will be posted on the Listserv and the Website by May 1st announcing the vacancy.  Nominations will be made to the president, Dave Flinders; nominators indicating they have contacted the nominee and he/she agreed.  The nominees will send a cover letter indicating their interest in the position and their qualifications for the job including previous experience and a goal statement for CTD.  They will also provide a vita.  The president will set up a conference call to discuss the nominees.  Voting will be done by email.  The policy was proposed by Gutierrez, seconded by Slater, Amended by Gutierrez and Koetting.  It was unanimously approved.

Dave delivered the Nominations Committee report.  We need more nominations for officers.  Currently we have William Veal for President-Elect and the following for Council Members:  Elisabeth Davidson; Shana Pate-Moulton, Stacey Elsasser. Additional nominations should be made to Dave by May 30th.  

Lynn Burlbaw has resigned as Historian, but will continue to keep the Listserv and do the elections.  We need to find a person who would like to serve as Historian.  Also, we need to determine a Program Chair for the Austin Conference.   Dave will contact Wes Null to see if he would be interested in serving as Program Chair for Austin. 

Peggy reported on the results of the 2003 Conference.  The overall report was positive.  Some evaluations indicated that presenters should have been better prepared and their presentations should have been more rigorous.  The poster sessions were deemed a positive experience for the students.  The keynote speakers were well received.  There is still some problem with poor attendance at sessions.  Perhaps more attention needs to be paid to how sessions are scheduled.

Larry Holt indicated that he received 39 proposals for 2004.  The deadline will be extended to May 30th to encourage more participation in the conference.  Marcy and Larry will work on getting some “conversations” for this next conference and Marcy will work on getting a symposium put together regarding NCLB.  

The deadline for outstanding dissertations has also been extended to May 30th.

The following deadlines were set regarding the Newsletter.  All material to be placed in the newsletter must be sent to Margaret by May 10th.  The newsletter will be posted on the Listserv by May 15th.  The July 15th newsletter to be posted and sent will include the conference registration and the hotel registration.  Sue will be responsible for providing information about Portland.  Larry will provide information about the keynoters and highlights of the conference.  Marcy will send the minutes of the Executive Council.  Dave will do a President’s Corner, dissertation award winners should have the opportunity to provide a 100 word descriptor of their work.  Each newsletter will have a Good News section highlighting accomplishments of members.  

The Professors of Curriculum will continue to meet in conjunction with AATC

Other items discussed.  Potential speakers for the next conference included, Sarah Lightfoot, Bill Bigalow, Ted and Nancy Sizer, Carl Glickman, Bill Pinar, Dave Berliner.  

It is recommended that AATC consider endorsing the Standards work of Bill Pinar’s group as they do not differ that much from those we have been working on.  Perhaps a session at the 2004 Conference can be set up to discuss these Standards.  

The meeting adjourned at 4:30 P.M.

The types of presentations being solicited include Papers, Ideas and Issues, Panels/Symposia, and a category reserved for graduate students - the Poster Session. 
· A Paper presentation is a formal paper reporting on-going or completed research and invites reactions. Copies of the paper should be distributed and should not have been previously presented. Paper presentations are allotted 15-20 minutes for presentation plus an additional 5-10 minutes for audience reactions. 
· An Ideas and Issues session is a presentation of questions for inquiry and/or concepts or theories to engage the audience in discussion. Ideas and Issues sessions are allotted up to 10-15 minutes for presentation and 30 minutes for discussion. 
· A Panel/Symposium involves several speakers discussing varied points of view on a specified issue of interest to the AATC membership. Panels/Symposia are allotted 60 minutes for presentations and audience participation. 
· A Poster Session incorporates a graphic representation and an oral presentation on a current educational issue. Graduate students will be given 15 minutes in which to present their issue, with remaining time allotted to audience response. 
Proposals must be received no later than May 30, 2004. 
All proposals for presentation at the AATC annual conference will be subjected to blind review. 
Proposals are to be printed and organized in the manner specified on the Proposal Application. Proposals, which do not follow this format, will not be reviewed. 
All presenters must pre-register for the conference. Presenters should bring 15 copies of any materials for sharing at the conference.
